Section coordinators voted on making Big League Baseball double elimination.

All 6 coordinators voted yes. This item will be presented to DAs at Saturday’s 

meeting.

Senior Softball:  Joe Sagaria agreed to host Senior Softball States for the next 

three (3) years.  All coordinators agreed.  This is pending DAs’ approval at State

meeting.    

Junior Softball:  Guy Madsen agreed to host Junior Softball States for the next 

three (3) years.  All coordinators agreed.  This is pending DAs’ approval at State 

meeting.

Danny suggested looking at ways to lower tournament costs.  Many players do not stay after the games, so try cutting back on free food and banquets, which in the past have not drawn that well.   Also cutting back on free gifts is another way you can lower costs.
